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PREFACE AND INTRODUCTION 

My interest in genealogy has its roots in those days when I 
followed an elderly grandmother around while she patiently 
and accurately told and retold stories of when she "was a little 
girl". I felt a strong attachment to those preceding me, and 
perhaps those generations who succeed me can also identify with 
the ancestors in this narrative, Hopefully, I may pass on this 
elusive trait of curiosity to someone who will bring this record 
up to date a few generations hence. 

At the beginning of my research, on one occasion my mother-in­
law was so pleased with the information I had unearthed about 
her New England forebears that she suggested a sentence or two 
should be added at the beginning of the manuscript crediting the 
proper person with the work, I offered, tongue-in-check, the 
following: "Prepared by a curious daughter-in-law who was cer­
tain there must have been a large family tree to have produced 
such a crop of nuts," My husband was not amused, and that 
introduction never "got off the ground", 

I have little interest in what or who these pioneer families 
were in the old country, America was a new beginning and a new 
way of life for most of them. The reader has, in some instance s , 
been referred to other books or sources of information f or his­
tory prior to the immigrant ancestor. In other instances there 
is a bare outline or sketch of the line of descent in Europe. 

I do not offer this as a complete record of these families. 
That would be a virtuully impossible task to accomplish. It 
is, to date, my best effort, and hopefully will be supplemented 
from time to time with data sheets that can be added in the back 
of the book.

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SLINKARD 

As with many of these old German names there may be almost a 
half dozen spellings. When my father presented it to me it 
was as above, yet I remember distinctly his saying his grand­
father changed the spelling from "e" to "a", and we pronounced 
it as though it were written "Slinkerd", 

I am indebted to my Aunt May Slinkard Stout for the work she 
did, initially, on the Slinkard family. She had a lively 
and keen mind, and she lived to within three days of her 
eighty-fourth birthday. 

In his"A Collection of 30 , 000 Names", Rupp l ists these arrivals 
at the port of Philadelphia. Aboard the ship Speedwell from 
Rotterdam on September 25, 1749: Hans Schlenker , On the ship 
St, Andrew from Rotterdam September 23, 1752, Johan Michael 
Schlencker, On September 19, 1753 , aboard the ship Leathley 
from Hamburg came Fried, Wilhelm Schlencker , Frantz Hen, 
Schlencker, Christophel Schlencker, and John W, Schlenker, 
These latter four were qualified at the court house as: 
Fred Wilhelm Slinker , Frans. Hen, Slinker , Christ Slinker 
and John Wm. Slinker, Strassburger , in his " Pennsylvania 
German Pioneers: A Publication of treOriginal Lists of Ar­
rivals in the Port of Philadelphia from 1727-1803", corroborates 
this bit of information. 

These Slinker men seem to disappear at this point, York County, 
Pennsylvania has a will for an Andrew Slenker (or Schlenker--
as happens so often, it is spelled two ways) probated on 
February 15, 1793, His wife was Elizabeth and children listed 
were Martin--mentioned as eldest--Andrew, John, Jacob, This 
gentlemen seemed to have a considerable amount of worldly goods, 

The census of 1790 of North Carolina, the state from which our 
line immigrated to Missouri, lists in Lincoln County four 
Slinkard men as Heads of Households: 

George Slinkard whose household consisted of 1 male over 16, 
2 males under 16 and 2 females, Jacob Slinkard had 1 male over 
16, 1 male under 16 and 2 females, Henry Slinkard had 1 male 
over 16, 1 male under 16 and 2 females, John Slinkard had 
1 male over 16, 1 female under 16, (Presumably himself and his 
wife), How to sort out all these Slinkards! Family history 
tells us our own Slinkard ancestor was one of at least two 
brothers, one of whom left home about 1795 going West, and 
he was never heard from again. (This man's son , Daniel, was 
taken to Missouri along with the family of Frederick Slinkard,) 
The census would lead us to believe that George Slinkard could 
have been the father of Frederick and his unnamed b r other as 
his household seems to be the only one containing a s ufficient 
number of males. It is also interesting to note that Frederick 
Slink a rd' s second son was named George, This is pure speculat·ion 
o n my part, 
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At any rate, family history tells that a family named Huters 
left Germany and started to cross the ocean to America, There 
were six members in the family, all of whom--except one daughter-­
died and were buried at sea, She came to America and at the age 
of twenty-one years was married to a man named Slinkard, They 
lived in North Carolina and were known to have at least two 
sons , These would be Frederick Slinkard's parents, 

"The Marriage Bonds of Tryon and Lincoln Counties" compiled by 
Curtis Bynum lists our Fredrick Slinker--who signed his name 
as Friedrich Schlunkerd (the former spelling was that of the 
clerk) and Barbarah Grant, The bond was issued Aprill, 1794, 
Peter Grant , Jr , was surety and Joseph Steel, witness,* 

There is also a listing for Henry Slinkard (X) and Susana 
Cochran January 17, 1809, Susanah Slinkard ond William Simp­
son applied for a marriage bond October 13, 1817 with Andrew 
Slinkard as surety, 

The following excerpt from the Cape Girardeau, Missouri 
newspaper tells the story of the Slinkards' trek to Missouri: 

" In either 1796 or 1797, George Frederick Bollinger of North 
Carolina obtained a grant from the Spanish authorities of a 
large tract of land along Whitewater River, The condition of 
the grant was to bring a large body of colonists to the land, 
Accordingly he returned to North Carolina and gathered about 
20 families of relatives and friends to return with him to the 
new lands, Among them were Bollingers, Statlers, Nyswongers, 
Crites, Limbaughs , Welkers and Slinkards, They crossed the 
river at Ste, Genevieve in 1800 and proceeded to found their 
homes , principally along the Whitewater River, though some 
lived near what is now Jackson, These settlers were of Swiss 
and German descent, were all Protestants and members of the 
German Reformed Church, 

Whether Rev, Samuel Weyberg came with them or was induced to 
come somewhat later is not quite certain, At any rate, very 

*Marriage bonds were first required in North Carolina by act 
April 4 , 1741 . This act provided that no clergyman or magistrate 
might celebrate the rites of matrimony without either a license 
or thrice publication of the banns as prescribed in the book of 
common prayer, The license had to be issued by the county court 
clerk in the county where the woman lived, In order to secure 
a license the groom was required to make a bond with sufficient 
security in the sum of 50 pounds proclamation money, with the 
condition there was no lawful cause to obstruct the marriage, 
If the marriage took place by complying with the publishing of 
banns and the customs of the Church of England, a license and 
bond were not necessary, The amount of the bond was raised to 
500 pounds later on and again in 1836-7 the bond was changed 
to $1000 , In 1866-7 the bond was repealed, 
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early in the century, probably about 1802, he began to minister 
to new settlers, preaching his first sermon in the home of one 
then about l½ miles south of Jackson. He continued in this 
service for many years, at first preaching and administering 
the sacraments of the church in the homes of the settlers. 
The exact date in which he perfected an organization is not 
known! By 1812 there was a flourishing congregation, 

Rev. Samuel Weyberg changed the spelling of his name to "Whybark", 
probably because of trouble over both spelling and pronunci-
ation of the original form by his American friends, Until his 
death in 1833 he was active in preaching over extensive districts 
in Missouri and Illinois, 

The German Reformed Church finally ceased to exist in this section, 
Most of its members were received into the Presbyterian Church 
with whose doctrines and organization they were in accord. 
Others went into others of the Protestant organizations." 

Edwin C. McReynolds in his "Missouri, A History of the Cross-
roads State" makes mention of Pierre Louis Lorimier and John 
Law who brought German and Swiss German settlers to the White 
River in Cape Girardeau district because they were congenial 
neighbors. He also credits Major John Bollinger with bringing 
from Lincoln County, North Carolina the first German Protes-
tant preacher who settled in southeast Missouri. 

"The History of Southeast Missouri" records that George Fred­
erick Bollinger of North Carolina--of Swiss descent--brought in 
20 families who crossed the Mississippi at Saint Genevieve the 
first day of January 1800, and later settled on Whitewater 
River. Names listed were: John Matthias, Henry, William, 
Daniel and Phillip Ball, Peter and Conrad Statler, Joseph 
Neiswonger, Peter Crites, Fred, Limbaugh, Leonard Welker, 
Frederick Slinkard. All of these were German Reformed. 

Family history says Frederick Slinkard married a woman named 
"Grounds"--one must bear in mind here that the woman's name on 
the marriage bonds was not signed by the woman but written by 
the clerk of the court and probably often phonetically spelled 
and misspelled. 

In the Johnson Cemetery on the farm of Edward Johnson near 
Alliance, Missouri, south of town are graves of a David Grounds 
who died January 1, 1810, at the age of 39 years; Peter Grounds, 
born about 1764, died 23 September 1837, age 73 years, an elder 
in the church of Rev, Samuel Whybark; Margaret Grounds, wife 
of Peter, born about 1763, died 23 September 1841, age 78 years. 
Also, Emanuel and Jacob Grounds, sons of J. and Mary M. 
Emanuel died 11 November 1862, age 23 years, 1 month, 8 days. 
Jacob died 21 December 1861, age 2 years, Was this Peter 
Grounds the "Peter Grant, Jr," who was surety for the marriage 
bond of Frederick and Barbara Slinkard? The age seems correct. 
Our family history says a sister of Frederick Slinkard's wife 
married a 1/Jhybark, More entanglement. Was this the Rev, Samuel 
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Whybark she married? This furthers the case for Peter Grounds/ 
Grant and Barbara's being brother and sister,

I do not know. Two of John, Sr, 's other sons were Jacob who 
married a Polly Slinkard and Michael who married Martha Eaker, 
(Michael and Martha Best had a daughter Mary who married Frank 
Berry; their daughter Tilda married Valley Biffle (See Biffle 
chapter) It would seem that Katie and Polly Slinkard who married 
the Best brothers should have been contemporaries of Frederick.

are at Bloomfield, Missouri, 

The Stoddard County, Missouri, census of 1850 lists:

Christina and Frederick were Peter ' s children by his first wife, 
of course, and Peter and Mary are the twins Peter and Polly, 
George and Andrew wer e the twins who died at 2 years, Neither 
of Polly Shrum Adams Slinkard ' s children by he r' first marriage 
were listed so it is assumed they were living elsewhere, 

It is interesting to note that there i s on r e cord in Stoddard 
County, Mi ssouri , a warranty deed made September 30, 1844 by 
a Joseph Shrum and wife in which 40 acres was deeded to Peter 
Slinkard, The land was located 2 miles southeast of the 
present town of Advance, Wa s this the Joseph who wa s bro ther to 
Margaret Shrum (See Shrum family chapter), who I s uspect was 
Peter's first wife? In 1844 Pet e r's first wif e was still alive, 
But there were so many J osephs! 

Ther e is a story handed down in our family--! heard it from 
my father and he from his father- -concerning the New Madrid 
earthquake of 1812, Actually, as history records, this was 
not a sing le quake but a series of rumbling s , s hakings and 
fairly devastating quakes ove r the year which formed Reelfoot 
Lake, Tennessee, caused the Mississippi River to alter and 
re-alter its course, changed the boundaries of some states, 
and resulted in much suffering and los s to the inhabitants 
of th e area affected, Frederick Slinkard was sitting under a 
tree in a field when the earth began to tremble, s hake and 
separate, A crevasse opened up before hi s eyes in his own 
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field, and this God-fearing German farmer exclaimed "Hell­
fire and Goddamnation, it's the end of the world", and lit 
out for his home, Strong language for a devout Reformed 
Church member, but surely an appropriate thought under the 
circumstances, 

From the "History of Southeast Missouri" by Robert Douglass 
we have been able to learn something of the line of Daniel 
Slinkard who accompanied his Uncle Frederick Slinkard to 
Missouri from North Carolina. Daniel moved to Cape Girardeau 
county as a young man, married and buried his first wife, then 
married Eva Helderman, by whom he had 8 children, Daniel died 
in 1838 shortly before his youngest child, J,V, Slinkard, was 
born on March 21, 1839, J,V. Slinkard was married 3 times: 
First, in 1870, to Sarah J, Hopkins of Wayne County, by whom 
he had 4 children--Leota and Leo who survived and two others, 
Leota married Charles King, In 1887 he married Lizzie Shetley 
of Madison county, by whom he had 2 children- -a son Hiram 
surviving, In 1890 he married Anna Henley, by whom he had 
Clarence in 1892, J,V. Slinkard was a Mason and a "Pillar 
of the Baptist Church", I have been unable to find a record 
of J,V, Slinkard's older brothers and sisters, 

From somewhere there came a James Slinkard who was road super­
visor of Douglas County, Nevada, from 1862 to 1865, He later 
built a road up Slinkard's Creek, Alpine County, California, 
into what became known as Slinkard's Valley, 

On the old Peter Slinkard farm located halfway between Patton 
and Marquand, Missouri, about 2 miles south of the main road, 
there is a plot of ground one acre square known as the Slinkard 
Cemetery, This was deeded to the county by Peter Slinkard to 
be used as a cemetery only, Peter, two of his wives, members 
of his familyand descendants are buried here, including Vashti 
and Joseph William Slinkard and their two sons who died in child­
hood, Since Peter Slinkard was living in Stoddard County at 
the time of his first wife's death, I would guess that pro-
bably Polly Shrum Slinkard and his third wife, Martha Tennessee 
Cummins Slinkard (born April 6, 1834; died January 7, 1917) 
are the two buried in the family cemetery, 

William Ray Slinkard and his first wife and son's burial places 
have been referred to previously, His second wife, Altis Booe 
Slinkard, is buried in Elmwood Cemetery in Memphis, Tennessee• 
where she and her husband resided and reared their daughters, 
Laura Elizabeth -May Slinkard Stout is buried in Memorial Park 
in Cape Girardeau, Missouri.

Surviving are the daughter, Mrs. Stout, and a son w. Ray Slinkard 
of Memphis, Tenn. Four grandchildren are Willard and Weldon 
Stout and Doris and Mary Slinkard, Great-grandchildren are 
Betty Jo, Donald and Daniel Stout, 

Mr. Slinkard, who had lived here 7 year s , for 40 years was a 
member of the Baptist Church, At the time of his death he was 
a member of First Baptist Church here. 

Funeral services will be conducted at 7:30 o'clock tonight at the 
Walther Funeral Home, with Dr, H,H. McGinty, First Baptist 
Church pastor in charge, The body will remain at the funeral 
home, and burial will be at the Slinkard cemetery near Patto n 
at 11 a,m, Wednesday.

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SHRUM 

This has been a delightful family history to research. It was 
made especially so by a newly discovered cousin, Edison Shrum, 
who shared the interest and corresponded and reported his finds 
and comments with an obviously keen and observant mind and a 
subtle, tongue-in-cheek sense of humor. 

There have been articles written, printed and reprinted about 
European Schramms, I can only assume they are authentic, Dr, 
Percy Ernst Schramm, a German history professor, said the name 
was derived from an adjective meaning long and thin. I have 
seen this same series of articles on various European Schramms 
in several genealogical libraries. Whether these individuals 
are at all related to our Jacob Schram who immigrated in 1738 
I cannot say, 

Both Rupp and Strassburger list a considerable number of Shrums 
into this country. The name has been spelled and mutilated many 
ways: Schrum, Shrum, Srom, Srum, Schramm, etc,, ad infinitum. 
Our line, which came to Missouri from North Carolina, main­
tained the spelling as presented in the chapter title. Those 
immigrant gentlemen bearing this name are as recorded: 

June 19, 1730, on ship Thistle, 77 Palatines with families 
making 260 in all: Cristian Shram qualified at court house as 
Christian Shram, 

On ship Davy, October 25, 1738, from Amsterdam, bearing 180 
Palatines: Jacob Schram and Geo, Schram qualified at court house 
in Philadelphia as Georg Shram and Jacob Shram, 

September 14, 1751, on ship S t, Andrew from Rotterdam, 230 
passengers: 8 Roman Catholics, 10 Mennonites, the rest Calvin­
ists: Geo, Simon Schramm. 

October 10, 1752, on ship Forest from Rotterdam: Johan Henry Shram. 

September 26, 1753, on ship Brothers from Rotterdam: Georg 
Jacob Schramm, also listed as George Adam Shreim, who qualified 
at court house as Jerg Jacob Schramm, 

October 13, 1769 , on ship Minerva from Rotterdam: Theobald Schramm. 

1793 on ship Columbia: Chri s tian Schram, 

November 1795, on Mary from Hamburgh: George Bernhard Schramm. 

My research leads me to conclude that our own forebear could 
only log ically have been the Jacob Schram who arrived along with 
Georg Schram on October 25, 1738, aboard the Davy from Amsterdam, 
(Eshleman's " Swiss and German Pioneers of Southeastern Pennsyl­
vania" tells us that this crossing of the ship Davy was a partic­
ularly traumatic one. The captain, both mates and 160 passengers 
died on the way over, and the carpenter brought in the ship. 
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The ship, sailing from Amsterdam, was German and the passengers 
were Palatines, according to the Pennsylvania Archives. No 
mention is made of the particular scourge that took so many 
lives,) 

The f o llowing taken from Yo rk County, Pennsylvania rec o rds I 
offer as proo f of my statement preceding concerning Jacob 
Schram a s our immigrant ancestor: 

Jacob and Anna Maria Schram were sponsors of Johannes Bens, 
baptized March 17, 1745, 

Anna Maria Shram and Georg e Shram were executors or administrators 
of estate o f Jacob Shram, decedent, and filed a bond in that 
capacity August 23, 1753. Bo o k A, p, 73, Wills and Bonds, 
York, Penn s ylvania, 

Anna Maria S r om (3 spelling s listed) named Georg e, Nicolas, 
David and John as sons and heirs in her will, Manchester 
Town s hip, York County, Wi l l dated July 13, 1754, No husband 
mentioned, 

A "no name" (N.N . ) Shrom listed as dying July 20, 1754, buried 
July 21, 175 4 in York County. Identified as a female, 52 years 
old, (City Death Records) 

To me, this establishes the line a s : 
Jacob Shram M, Anna Maria -----

Four of their children we know were: George, Nicholas, David, 
and John, (Copies of Anna Maria's will are available but p o orly 
written and difficult to decipher except for the sons' names,) 

To continue: Christ Lutheran Church Records, York, Pennsylvania 
contains the following marriage record: John Nicholas Schramm 
and Anna Catharine Koener--January 10, 1749. The church rec o rds 
also contain these two christening dates : Maria Margreth Schram-­
christened February 8, 1757 , Parents: Nicklaus and Anna Cath­
arina Schram, John Peter Schramm, son of Nicholas and Anna 
Catharine Shrum, born at noon September 25 , 1761 , baptised 
November 29, 1761. 

We have two record s of Nicholas Shram's presence in York County 
in 1754, First or Zion Reformed Lutheran Church, York, Penn­
sylvania lists: " Geschehen den obi g en dato den 1 January 1754" 
and among the others appear these names: Nicklaus Schram and 
Georg Shram, 

This same year a road was run from Diehl's Mill in Cordovis to 
Nelson's (McCall's) Ferry. Nicholas Shram was among signers 
of a petition r egarding this , 

In Manchester Township, York County, a will was probated 
April 11, 1772, for George Shram (will book Cl23) leaving every­
thing to Elizabeth his wife, It mentions, but does not name, his 
nine children. Whethe r or not this was George, brother of our 
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Nicholas is not known, however, Manchester Township is where 
Anna Maria S rom resided at the time of her death, 

Christ Lutheran Church in York, Pennsylvania, records a wedding 
on February 5, 1765 of a Jacob Schramm and Maria Christine 
Schmidt, A son, John Casper Schram was born May 29, 1768 to 
Jacob and Chri st ine Schram, This also is listed in Christ 
Church. Whose son this Jacob is is pure speculation, but I 
would guess he belonged to George Schram because of his age, 

Nicholas Sc hrum reputedly went to Tryon County, North Ca rolina 
about 1775, In 1779 Lincoln County was formed from Tryon, It 
was here we find the Shrums, We know from his will that Nicholas 
had a second wife, Margaret, He fathered 15 sons and daughters 
and owned a considerable amount of property, There were land 
grants made and duly recorded to both Nicholas and Peter Shrum, 

"The Annals of Lincoln County" lists Shrum as coming in a 
second wave of immi g rants from Pennsylvania. "Then f o llowing 
Henry Weidner there came into the Central and Weste rn portion 
of old Lincoln a steady stream of Dutch pioneers from Pennsyl­
vania, among whom were the followin g families: Ramsour, Wilfong, 
Mull, Yoder, Schenck, Cansler, Hoke, Coon, Costner, Quickel, 
Shrum, Conrad , Rudisill , Finger, Seag le, Yount, Hoover, Killian, 
Loretz, Rhyne, Reinhardt, Lineberger, Hoffman, Carpenter, 
Miller, Friday, Rendleman, Shuford, Bandy, Dellinger, Houser, 
Motz, Se tzer, Hauss, Heavner, Hoyle, Crouse, Sigmon, Lowrance, 
Rhode s , Cline, St roupe, Reep, Coulter, Lutz, Boyd, S ummerow, 
Smith and many others worthy and true, so that by 1775 there was 
a considerable population west of the Catawba," 

Nicholas Shrum's will--the original is on file in the North 
Carolina Department o f Archives and Hi s tory in Raleigh--leaves 
specific tracts of land to his various c hildren, as follows: 

In the Name of God, Amen, I, Nicolas Shrum of the County of 
Lincoln and State of North Carolina, finding myself in a bad 
state of health but of perfect mind and memory and calling to 
mind that it is appointed for all men once to die, do make 
and ordain this to be my last Will and Testament for to dispose 
of what worldly estate it has pleased God to bestow unto me in 
this life, in the following manner after my decease, 

Item I; I give and bequeath unto Margaret, my well beloved wife 
the command of the Plantation whereon I now live, until my son 
Henry comes of age, as also of the family, and to take her choice 
of one horse creature, also of the cows and four sheep for her 
own use, and the horse and tackling, two pots, the pewter, 
wooden and earthen ware belonging to the deceased and one bed 
and furniture, also her saddle and one spinning wheel, And in 
case that Henry and his mother cannot agree together on the land 
or in the house, after Henry comes of age he is to build her a 
good decent house with two floors, chimney and door at any con­
venient spring where his mother sees cause, and keep her in con­
stant firewood, as also I leave my wife liberty to clear any 
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quantity of ground not to excQed ten acres where she sees cause 
on said land, for her own use and the one third part of the 
benefit of the orchard where I now live, 

My wife is to move her horse and other stock of cattle and 
sheep with her, and other property above mentioned to her own 
house when built and when she sees cause, and to remain with 
her during widowhood, And providing that my wife should happen 
to marry again she is to deliver all the above property to the 
executors of this will and the land and house to Henry. If she 
dies a widow to dispose of it as she seei cause, If she marries, 
she is not to give up her horse and saddle, wheel and bed but 
them she may take with her, 

Item 2: I give and bequeath unto my son Henry all that tract or 
parcel of land whereon I now live as also two other tracts adjoin­
ing the same, the whole amounting to three hundred and eighteen 
acres, as will more fully appear by the different patents there­
unto belong to him, his heirs and assigns forever, to have and 
to hold, after giving to his mother the above mentioned privi­
leges and giving her yearly during her widowhood fifteen bushels 
of wheat, ten of corn, and five of rye, two hundred weight of 
good pork, one hundred fifty weight of good beef, and sow and 
plow half an acre of good ground in flax for her yearly, 

Item 3: I give and bequeath to my son Peter the sum of five 
shillings; also my son Nicolas the sum of five shillings. 

Item 4: I give and bequeath to my five eldest daughters, viz: 
Mary, Elizabeth,Katreena, Christiana, and Margaret the sum of 
five pounds cash to be paid out of my personal estate, 

Item 5: I leave to my daughter Hannah one brindled two year old 
heifer, also to my daughter Sarah one black cow four years old. 

Item 6: I leave to my youngest sons, John and David, the two 
tracts of land lying on Buffalo, joining George Patterson and 
Joseph Carpenter land containing five hundred acres as the 
different patents will more fully make and appear, to them their 
heirs and assigns, to be equally divided when the eldest of two 
sons comes of age, But in case either said John or David should 
die without any lawful issue before the other comes of age, the 
whole shall fall into the hands of the survivor, 

Item 7: I leave that tract of land on Hoyles Creek joining 
Friday's land containing two hundred and thirty acres to be 
sold by my executors after my decease and the money arising 
from the sale, one part to be put to that use to school my 
four youngest children viz: John, David, Susanah, and Barbara, 

And the said John and David when schooled so far as to read, 
write and arithmetic, to be bound out at such trades as my ex­
ecutors see cause with their own consent not exceeding four years 
each, And my son Henry is to support the four children for 
vittles and clothes during th..eir schooling, provided it not 
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exceed the term of three years, out of the benefits of his 
land and the remainder of said money to be divided, with the 
other cash and personal estate. 

Also I ~rder all my personal estate to be sold by my executors 
the spring after my decease at public sale and the money arising 
from the sale to be equally divided amongst my eight following 
children: Jacob, Henry, Hannah, Susanna, John, David, Sarah, 
and Barbara, 

All things mentioned in my will before the order of sale is 
hereby excepted and all legacies paid before a division is made 
of the personal estate and the remainder of the price of the 
land, price after schooling the children is to be equally divided 
among the six last mentioned children viz: Hannah, Susanna, John, 
David, Sarah, and Barbara, 

And for the execution of this my last will and testament, I 
hereby nominate and appoint John Fullenwider, Esqr. and my son 
Jacob Shrum to be my whole and sole executors of this will, and 
I do hereby disannul all former wills and testaments whatsoever 
ratifying and confirming this, 

In testimony whereof I have hereunto set my hand and seal in 
the presents of the subscribing witnesses this 24th day of 
August, 1791,

The census of 1790 lists these Shrums in Lincoln County, Morgan 
District: John Srum--1 male over 16, 1 male under 16, 1 female 

Nicholas Srum-- 2 males over 16, 2 males under 16, 
5 females, 

Peter Srum--1 male over 16, 2 males under 16, 1 female. 

Peter was pretty certainly the son of Nicholas, (Peter was 
awarded a pension for his Revolutionary War participation at 
King's Mountain and Ramsour's Mill) But just who John was is 
not clear, In 1791, when Nicholas' will was written, his son 
John was not of age, but because of the custom of passing along 
the father's name to any number of his sons, i.e., John Nicholas 
Shrum married Anna Catharine Koener, though we know Nicholas 
had a brother named John, and also from his baptismal record 
we know Peter's name was John Peter, John Srum could simply 
have been the first name of another of Nicholas' sons; or could 
it have been the John Schram who was born in Pennsylvania to 
Jacob and Christine Schram in 1768? Or was it Nicholas' brother 
John? And where were the other older ones among Nicholas' sons? 
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We know Jacob, son of Nicbolas, and Kitty Shetley wer e married 
in 1789; also , th e younger Nicholas marri ed Betty Hostetler 
in 1784, We s ho uld have had two Ni cholas Shrums as Head s of 
Househ o lds in the 1790 census, It seems the census taker missed 
a few .

Many Shrum records in North Carolina re recorded in the Phila­
delphia Evangelical Lutheran Church, which formerly was Kostner's 
Lutheran Church, Lincoln County. 

It seems no one is quite certain whether or not Jacob and Kitty 
Shrum remained behind in North Carolina when their children went 
to Southeast Missouri, Their burial places are not accounted 
for in either location, However, Jacob's brother Nicholas and 
his brother Henry most probably did immigrate to Missouri, 
There are records of a John Nicholas Shrum's coming to Missouri 
in 1803 and settling ten miles north of the Ohio River at a place 
which was called Shrum's Point, This man could not have logic­
ally been Nicholas the son of Jacob and Kitty Shrum as that 
Nicholas could not have been over 13 or 14 years of age in 
1803, Nor is there any record of John, brother of Jacob, Sr., 
having moved to Missouri at any time, At this time I will settle 
for John Nicholas as being the brother who married Betty Hostotler, 

There seems to have been a mass exodus of Shrums from North 
Carolina to Missouri in the 1820's. Not surprising, as Missouri 
was admitted to the union August 10, 1821. 

There are in 1824, patents issued in Missouri to Nicholas Shrum 
and Henry Shrum. The latter probably is another brother of 
Jacob, Sr,--the one who married Susan Totherow, Nicholas may 
be the brother of Jacob, Jr,, who married a Miss Deck, 

In 1823, a Jacob Shrum--presumably Jacob, Jr, who married Rachel 
Myers--applied for a patent on 80 acres of land located in what 
is now Bollinger County, about 3½ miles northwest of Marble Hill, 
Missouri, 

Whether Jacob Shrum, Jr,, married Rachel Myers before or after 
coming to Missouri has not been established, Jacob's brother 
Joseph also married a Myers. However, there are four Myers 
marriages recorded in Lincoln County, North Carolina:

BIFFLE 

This old German family has spread far and wide from the one im­
migrant of that name who arrived at the port of Philadelphia 
September 11, 1738 aboard the ship Robert and Oliver from 
Rotterdam, (Strassberger lists the ship as Robert and Alice), 

The man is listed in one place as Peiter Buffell--qualified at 
the court house in Philadelphia as Paul Beifle, subscribed to oath 
of government as Paulus Buffel, S hip's clerk wrote his name 
as Paulus Bufle, 

Just how and where Paul spent his years between his arrival and 
the time he is first mentioned in Rowan County, North Carolina 
in 1755, is anyone's guess, (Maybe he was trying to decide just 
what his name really was!) Perhaps, one day I will be able to 
search thoroughly through the records of Pennsylvania, Maryland 
and Virginia to find a footprint left by our ancestor during those 
years, 

In 1755 the court of Rowan County ordered that Paul Beefle 
be paid the sum of 1 pound 5 shillings for providing care for 
a sick man. One of the original land grants in the so-called 
"Irish" and "Trading Camp" Settlements between 1747-62 was to 
Paulus Buffell, his property being located just north o f Grant's 
Creek a short distance before it flowed into the Yadkin River, 

Paul Biffle's will was dated December 15, 1764, and probated in 
1777, The original resides in the North Carolina Archives, 
It is as follows: 

"In the name of God Amen, I Paul Beefle of the parish of Saint 
Luke the County of Rowan and province of North Carolina being 
aged and infirm and at present of strong sound and perfect 
memory thanks be to Almighty God for all hi s mercys towards 
me and knowing that it is appointed for all men once to die 
and not being assured of my desolution and that it is recom­
ended by Divine Order that every person should put their house 
in order I do hereby make and ordain this and no other my last 
will and testament in manner and form followin g that is to say 
and first off I recomend my soul unto the hands of Almighty 
God who gave it me not doubting but at the general resurrection 
of mankind I shall receive the same according to the words and 
will of my Blessed Lord and Saviour JESUS CHRIST and as to my 
earthly body I recommend to the earth to be buried in a decent 
and Christian like manner according to the discretion of my 
executors here after to be mentioned and as for what earthly 
substance God has been pleased to bless me with all in this world 
I will and dispose of in manner and form following, I give and 
bequeath unto my beloved wife Catherine one third part of all 
my estate real and personal to be laid off unto her by my said 
executors after my decease and before any sale made if she 
chooses such division or otherwise an even third part in money 
that is to say a third part of the amount of all my said estate, 
first of all my just and lawful debts and funeral charges being 
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paid the remaining t wo thirds t o be e ven and equally divided 
between all my ch i ldre n that i s to s ay my own sons and sons in 
law if my sons and s on s in law survive me and in case of the 
death o f any of th e m before my d e ath t he n the survivors them or 
their widows tog ether with my y oung e s t daug hter Margret to have 
an even and equa l propo rtion of t he remaining two thirds wh ether 
in lands money g o o d s chattles or otherwi s e as I may die posessed 
o f or in cas e I s hould s ell my lands o r other matters belonging 
to my s aid es tat e I will and appo in t an e ven di s tributi o n o f the 
money or debt s tha t ma y be d ue t o me toget her with the remaining 
part of my move a b l e es ta te t o be divide d my wife and said children 
f o r manner af s d , that i s t o s a y o n e third part to my s aid wife 
and the remaining two thirds be twee n my s aid s ons, so ns in 
law and daug hter Ma rg r e t a n d th e ir s urv iving-- --: Adam Valentine

to pro long my days a nd I s hould die pos sessed o f any more lands

On the 26th day of July 1833, Jacob Biffle was granted a pension 
for his service in the Revolutionary War, The claim read "Jacob 
Biffle of tre State of Tennessee who was a private in the Army 
of the Revolution is entitled to receive Thirty dollars per annum 
during his natural life, commencing on the 4th of March 1831 and 
payable semi-annually on the 4th of March and 4th of September 
in every year," To bring his past pension up to date he was 
Paid the sum of $75,00, 

There follows the sworn declaration of Jacob Biffle when apply­
ing for his pension in December 1832: 

"Declaration in order to o btain the benefit of the act of Congress 
Passed June 7th 1832, State of Tennessee, Court of Pleas and 
quarter Sessions December 1832, 
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On the 20th day of Decembe r in the year of our Lord 1832 personally

then returned to Santee River & were dismissed by the Col. and 
returned home in small parties and in crossing the yellow mount­
ain the indians wounded & plundered one of my messmates James 
Nedlock--Shortly after I returned in the March after (I think) 
the Indians (Cherokees lower towns) harrassed the fronteers--
I was called out in clap (I think) under Col Shelby--at the Bi g 
Creek on the waters of Hol s ton River where we rendezvoused a 
deep snow fell about the time we met, The officers Shelby & 
others thought the weather too bad for all to go so he then 
called for volunteers to secure the fronteers--I went--! think 
about 30 volunteered--Capt. King commanded us-- Capt. Arny acted 
as our cornrnissary--we hunted the indians along the frontiers-­
at one place we discovered an indian sitting over a fire Capt, 
King shot & killed the indian and immediately another jumped 
up & we several fired & killed him also-- we were engaged along 
the fronteer all the time of this trip- -These are all the 
tours that I ever served--they were all three months tours-­
but I think one of them I was discharged no t til near four 
months,

Answer: I think I never did,

In April 1776 he was made Maj o r 
in the Bute Regiment of the "Patriot Army'', He was 
se rving as Tr easurer of the state of North Carolina 
when Lo rd Co rnwallis and his army passed throug h the 
s tate, Mr, Hill fled with the money and important 
s tate papers, thereby saving both from the British, 
He resi g ned from public office at the end o f the war, 

The first conference of the Methodist Church in 
North Carolina was held at the home of Rev, Hill, 
April 1785, with both Bishops Coke and Asbury present. 
In 1799 or 1800, Rev, Hill and all of his family ex­
cept his eldest son moved to Williamson County, Tenn ­
essee, Here at Liberty Hill Bishop McKendree held 
annual conference in 1808, Green Hill reputedly 
entertained Bishops Asbury, McKendree and the whole 
conferenc e as his guests.

Intere s tingly enough , there was an obituary of Rev, Hill in a 
Dible which was once owned by Andrew Jackson, Whether o r not 
the two were friends is speculation, 

It would seem from Rev . Hill's will in 1825 and from previous 
record s that there were on l y 3 Hill sons left to carry on the 
name in Tennessee, And here , as the mystery writers say , the 
plot beg ins to thicken, Wh o was the father of Mary Ann Hill, 
born January 1828? Pesearch turns up the information that 
John and \: illiam settled in ~utherford County , then removed to 
Haywood Co unty, and that each died at an advanced a ge . However, 
Rev, Green Hill's will sounds as thoug h \iilliam , born 1792 , were 
already dead in 1825, Haywood County reports it has no records 
showing probated wills or estates being settled for either a 
John o r \/illiam Hill , The census of 1820 of ~ayne County,Tenn, 
has Abel, Gersham, J osep h and John Hill as Heads of Ho useholds, 
with John being approximately the correct aoe to have been the 
J o hn, son o f Green Hill, of this family, There was also a John 
Hill who was a member of a commission, along with Nathaniel 
Biffle (see Biffle family) to select the county seat of Wayne 
County , which was established about 1823, The 1830 census of 
Wayne County lists 2 Thomas Hills as Heads of Households, 
The 1850 census of Wayne County , Tennessee lists a h ousehold of 
Thomas and Elizabeth Hill, aged 69 and 63 , respectively , making 
thi s Th oma s the exact a g e of the Thomas, son of Green Hill, 
The same c o unty census also lists Johnson Lacey and Mary Ann 
Hill Biffle and their family, There unfortunately was no will 
probated for Thomas Hill, He died intestate and there is an 
Inventory and Account of Sa le s listed as taking place Septembe r 
26 , 1853, in Wayne Co unty.

BOOE 

The earliest Booe we find, and evidently the g r anddaddy of the 
tribe, was Stophel Buhe who at the age of 25 arrived, according 
to Strassburg er's compilation , on the s hip Hope in Octobe r 1738. 

Our ancestor's tracks haven ' t been uncovered during those years 
unti l tr,ey appear in Rowan County , North Caroli na. Ramsey's 
"Carolina Crad l e " tells us that the large majority of the German 
settlers in the forks of the Yadk in appeared between 1752 and 1756, 
Stophel Booe was in t he area as ear ly as 1757. He bought 450 
acres on Eli sha ' s Creek from Johanes Bb~ inger, He was also 
g rant ed 500 ac r es by the state of No r th Carolina. These a r e 
a matter of record, 

We do know Stophel Buhe was naturalized Septembe r 1767 and became 
Ch ri stopher Booe. There are records of the Old Dutch Meeting 
House in Rowan (now Davie) County to substantiate the relation­
s hi p of many of t he Booes to each other . We know from cou rt 
records where Christopher Boo e, Sr. and Christoph er Booe , Jr. 
were mentioned that Stophel had a son of t he same name. The 
Rowan Co u nty taxables for 1776 lists Jacob, Stop h et ( Stophel, 
apparently), Christop her and Rudo lph Booe . 

In the census of 179 0 we have bot h Jacob and George. Jacob with 
one male ove r 16, 2 males und er 16, 3 females and 3 other fr e e 
persons . George wi th one male ove r 16, 1 male under 16 and one 
female, 

The most l ogical order I con arrive at for the Booes to date 
is as follows:

In his excellent book on Davie County, Mr. John Wall relates some 
interesting bits of information concerning the Jacob Booe family-­
among them the fact that the old Booe home, torn down in 1956, had 
portholes in the second story. Doubtless used in time of Indian 
attack. Old Rowan County had its list of taxables almost cut in 
half during the three year period from 1756 to 1759 because of the 
Cherokees' attacks. Another story Mr. Wa l l relates is that the 
Booe family slaves were given a vacation f rom their duties during 
the Christmas season for as long as the yule log burned, so they 
cannily soaked the log in the branch before lighting it so that it 
would burn more slowly and longer. Mr. Wall also says that trad­
ition in the Booe family has it that the wolves were so numerous 
and troublesome in the areas of Elisha's and Dutchman's Creeks 
that it was necessary for the settlers to carry pine torches 
after dark to keep them away whenever anyone ventured out after 
nightfall. 

*A Phillip Booe m. Ellender Sain (daughter of John Sain) December 
1819. His will dated 1837 names his wife "Nellie"--children not 
named. There was also a Phillip Booe who with his wife Carolyn 
lived and died in Davie County near the Old Dutch Meeting House.

" Ha r e lie s the body of Tomas Brack in wh o departed this life on 
10 Nov rl7 ?? , " The stone for Fanny Booe , mentioned previous l y ,

I will and bequeat h to my so n Da ni e l Booe one tract o f land which 
I ha ve deeded t o him heret o f ore and I consider it a part of his 
legacy , and two neg r oes , Maria and Alexander , which pr operty he 
is i n possession o f, 

I wil l and bequeath to the c hildren o f my daughte r El i zabe th 
wh o int e rmarri ed with Abram March t o wit: Hampt o n , Wi lliam , 
Nan c y We lbo rn and Archibald, two neg r oes , a boy named Geo r ge , 
a g irl named Alcey t o be equally divided among said child r en , 
whi c h negroes they are to have immediate possess ion of, I also 
g i ve to the said children o f my daughter a negro woman named 
Cr ecey and all he r increase at t h i s time all he r increase here­
a ft e r to be di v ided as before me nti one d at the t ime Archibald 
comes o f age , ex c ept o f the sa id inc rease which Abram March is 
to have a s compen s a ti on for schooling my g randchildren, 

Al l o f said neg r oes a r e now 1n p osse ss i on of said Abram March and 
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if either of the said heirs die without issue then their part of 
my estate to be divided a mong those surviving, 

I will and bequeath to the children of my son Phillip Booe, 
deceased, to wit: Martha, Mary, William, Cassandre, Jame s , Geo r ge , 
one tract o f land whereon they now li ve which I deeded t o t heir 
father in hi s lifetime, it being a part of hi s l egacy , Also , 
two neg r o g irls , Eme line and Eliza, which property th e ir mot h er 
is to have the u se o f durin g th e time she r emains the widow o f 
Phillip 0ooe and no longe r, then to be equally divided amon g the 
said c hildr en , 

To my beloved daug ht er Mary I lend h e r three ne g r oes , Letitia, 
Alberti ne and Buff et during her natural life and at h e r death t h e 
said neg r oes with all thei r increase to be equally d ivided amon g 
th e heir s o f h e r body, 

I will t he following neg r oes t o wit: All e n, Minty, He nry , Edy , 
Wil so n, Josep h, S t o k es , Gibs , Sarah, Ann, And e r son , Hannah, 
Mary, Betsy and Levi, with their inc r e a se to be laid off in five 
l o ts by three respectable Freeholders unc o nnected , 

One lot I give t o the children o f Jo hn Booe to b e divided as in 
the f o rme r c l a u se , 

On e l ot I g i ve to the children of my daughter Elizabet h to be 
divided as in t he former clause, 

On e lot I gi ve to Dani e l Booe and hi s heirs, 

Une lot I g i ve t o the children of Phillip Booe, Dec, 

One lot I l e nd to my dau g hter Mary during h e r life time, th e n 
to be divided among the he irs o f he r body, 

All the balance o f my estate , includ ing my land, t o be sol d at 
my death by my executors and equally divi ded a s before mentioned 
except the legacy t o th e heirs of J o hn Booe, my g randson, Phillip 
Booe, he i s to have fifty dollars out of their leg acy fir s t, the 
balance t o be di v ided e qually among them all , that is John' s 
heir s , 

I paid two hundred dollars f o r my son Daniel Booe in f o ur note s 
for the piec e o f land that he moved fr om, whi c h sum h e i s to pay 
the interest o n fr om the 1st Oct ober 1832 wh ic h i s t o be a part 
o f hi s leg acy and I h ereby appoint my worthy fri end Littlebury 
R , Rose Execut o r to this my last will and t est ame nt--si g ned 
and acknowledg ed by George Booe," Witnesses were Jacob Booe 
and Jacob Sain , 

Th e r e f o ll ows a letter written by Julia Ann Anderson Booe t o 
h e r sis t e r Harri e t S hephe rd in 1860 : 

" P rari e Co unty Ark Harriet Shepherd August the 5 
dear siste r it is with pleas ure i seat mys e lf to ri g ht you a 
f ew lines through th e blessings of god wee ar e t ole rably well 
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my health is still very bad worse than you ever saw it but once. 
i would have answered your letter long ago but i was taken with 
another spell of the colic about three weeks ago and wee did not 
want to right until i got better i feel in constant dred of another 
attack . i feel sometimes like my time was short in this world the 
health of the country is tolerable good at this time it has been 
so hot and dry that it looked like evything would burn up for a 
while. their is some of your neighbors over here they can tell 
you more than i can right (now) wee have not seen Mr. Chasteen 
or William L. (S?), i was in hopes they would come and see us so 
i could ask all about you all your letter come dewly to hand 
bearing mee the sad news of the death of my beloved father 
you can not imagine my feelings when i would think about you all 
standing around his dieing bed i think of you all st~nding 
around that little grave that is so dear to me i weep but not as 
Thos. that have no hope for i believe that head that was so often 
bowed down with triels and troubles is now wearing a crown of 
glory oh sister let us so live that when wee are done suffering 
here that wee may meet an unbroken family in heaven. john kirk 
was here about two weeks ago he had been to henry stevens they 
were all well Julia has a son about five weeks old i did not hear 
how she got along among strangers i reckon she thawt of you sev­
eral times i suppose amy is married and gone home. old Mrs. Nig ht 
(Wright?) was married three weeks ago today to Mr. Stone he has 
a house full of children. Mr. Booe has bawt some land i reckon 
the trade is not closed yet it is near the prairie. i reckon Mr. 
Murfy still intends comeing to Arkansas i am in hopes he will come 
to this part of the country if he dose i want you to dry us some 
fruit a(nd) send it by them as fruit is scarce here i would be 
glad to see you all over here i can't think of any thing to right 
that is interesting, Mr. Booe and Mary is gone to church tell 
Julia an beckey that mary says they have forgotten her they wont 
ri g ht to her i will bring my letter to a close give my love to 
all the family and receive a dew portion yourself right soon 
tell mary to right to me no more at preasant but remains your 
affectionate sister until death. Julia Booe to harriet Shepherd ." 

Julia Anderson Booe unfortunately had predicted the short length 
of time remaining for her. The letter was written in August; in 
February she gave birth to her last child and died a month later. 

In 1863 Isaac Dobbins Booe remarried. In the latter part of the 
Civil War he enlisted in ttw Confederate Army ·and was with Gen­
eral Price in his raids through Missouri, Kansas and Indian Ter­
ritory. He was taken prisoner and spent the last six months of 
the war in confinement. He served as Justice of the Peace 
and was a Representative to the State Legislature from Prairie 
County in 1874 and 1875 and again in 1887 and 1888. He was 
elected his last term on the County Wheel ticket. There f ollows 
a letter written by Isaac Booe in 1875 to the same Hariet Shepherd . 

"Carlisle Prarie County, Ark. Dec t~5 1875 
Mrs . Hariet Shepherd 

Dear Sister I seat my self this Christmas morning 
to drop you a few lines to let you know that I am still in the 
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land ~ among the li ving myself & family are well for wich we 
----- I trust are very thankfull & I hope that the lines may find 
you & family enjoying the same grate blessing, I feel very 
thankful! that (I) am pcrmited to see another Christmas day 
& am in the enjoyment of good health for when I look back & see 
that so many of my fellow beings have passed away with the pass­
in g years I am led to believe that the lord has bin very kind 
to me for wich I shold ever fe e l grateful!, well S i s ter Harictt 
at th e return of every Christmas whil st the young Folks are 
meriement I ~ ene rly feel ve r y sollom for it brings to my mind 
many incidents of my youthfull days and I do not think that 
thare is ever a Chri stma s day passes but what I think my own 
Dear Julia Ann the companion of my youthful! days & your own 
Dear Siste r ah she is to day in heaven whilst I am hear upon 
this ea r th but thanks be to god I feel as tho she was a gardian 
ange ll about me today an thark god that he saw fit to remove hir 
from this sinful! world I feel that it will not be lon g untill 
we shal meet again & I think that she will be able to show me 
many things in heaven with our Dear Children that have go ne 
bef o re Dea r S ister I all ways feel sollom on Christmas day & 
one cause that thi s day is spent by a large maj or ity of the 
human family so different to what it shold be well my S i ste r I 
am at home today & feel some what lonsom a s my present companion 
is gon her aged father is lying very low & I do not think that 
he can ever get up a g ain my children all are hear with me takin g 
Christmas & I do feel very thankful! that the good lord ha s per­
mitcd all of my children that are living to be with me one more 
Ch ristma s day & then the thoug h t occurs shal I ever meet with 
them another Christmas day & these solum thoughts make me feel 
serious, well my sister I hope that you will excuse me for the 
course that my l etter has taken when I seated myself to write 
to you I thought I wold give you some news items but my mind 
run s in the chanel that my pen has writen so I will have to 
write the news some othe r time while I was at the Rock thi s win­
ter I met brother Tho s Anderson dau ghter Martha Jane at the depot 
& had a few minuts p l asent talk with hir wold have bin glad that 
I c o ld have had the chance t o have seen hir longer when we parted 
I felt that perhaps that my eyes was beholding hir for the la s t 
time this life but thanks be to god for the prospect of meeting 
in a better world, well my Sister I must close this letter 
hopin g to hear from you soon give my love to brothe r Shep he r d 
& the rest of your Dear family pray for me & may the good lord 
bless you all is my prayre , So fare well for the present ID Booe" 

James Jefferson Gooe , son of Julia and Isaac Booe, penned a 
letter· to hi s aunt Harriet Shepherd in 1876, which follows: 

Car li sle, Arkansas 
Jany 24/1876 

~rs. Harriet S hepherd. 
Dea r Au nt: 

I have been thinking about you a great deal of lat e ; and as I 
deem it a duty as well as a privi l ege to write you a few lines I 
will not delay the matter longer . 
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This missive leaves all of us in good health in connection with 
the entire community, We have had a great deal of sickness in 
our country this last year, the people have been very backward 
in gathering their crops, I have some cotton in the field yet. 

I would like very much to see you all once more; but I have but 
little hope of ever seeing you again in this life, 

I will be twenty six years of age on the 15th of next August and 
have never yet felt worthy of becoming a member of any church, 
althou0h I have desired to be a christian for several years; I 
know that Pa would be a great deal happier to see all of his 
children in the church of Christ, 

Sister Mary was up to see us christmas she lives about twenty 
miles south of us, Bro Quitman is living with Pa, he is quite 
small but has a heavy beard which makes him look as old as I do, 

Sister Julia is getting to be very fast and think about the boys 
some I presume; she is one of the best looking Booes I have 
ever seen yet, if I do say it myself, I am going to send her 
to school this year to a very fine teacher, I would have been 
married ere this had it not been for Julia but .Quitman is old 
enough to take care of her now so you may not be surprised to 
hear of my wedding at any time, but understand, I am not under 
no promise at this time, Our Temperance Council is gone down 
at last much to the dissadisfaction of all interested in the 
wellfare of the young, We have some very good people in our 
county and some very bad ones; our little town Carlisle is grow­
ing very fast, but is a bad place for young men to live, 

Tell cousin L(onie) Nichols that I would be very glad to hear 
from her, also your entire family as well as yourself, 

All join me in love to all, 
Hoping to hear from you soon, 

I remain as ever your nephew 
J,Je Booe" 

James Jefferson Booe died at his home in Prairie County, Arkansas 
on August 7, 1887, His obituary follows: 

"James Jefferson Booe was born in De Soto County, Mississippi, 
August 15th, 1850 , and in early life he removed with his father, 
Col , I.D. Booe, to Arkansas and settled in Prairie county , Here 
J rew to manhood, married and died, He was a justice of the peace; 
was an impartial judge, whose decisions of law were wise and 
whose dealings were upright, As a school director he was val­
uable and able; as a neighbor he was kind, obliging and peace­
able, and will be greatly missed by the large and growing circle 
of fri e nds who had gathered around him, 

In December 1878, he was married to Miss Bettie Horton, who, 
with three small children, is left to mourn her loss. 
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In the home circle his life was transparent and beautiful, Ten­
der t o hi s family, affectionate in dispos ition, fru g al and indus­
tri o u s , he bid fair for a pro sperous life, He professed religi o n 
in Erath county, Texas in 1877, and joined the M,E, Church South 
at Walt e r's Chap e l in December of the s ame year, in the communion 
of which he lived and died, He was called to fill various office 
o f trust in the church, which he did with credit to himself and 
tho s ati s facti o n o f the church, 

Mo d e st a nd diff i d e nt in life his worth wa s never known, Calm, 
truin~ and peac e ful he die d at his home Aug u s t 7th, 18 87, and 
earth i s p oo rer by hi s d e ath," 

E ffi e Booe, eldes t d aug ht e r of Jame s J e fferson and Rebecca 
Ho rton B~oe, d i e d in her e a rly teens of typh o id fever, Following 
is her ob i tuary: 

" Effi e Bo oe wa s b o rn Nov embe r 5 , 187 9 , and departed thi s life on 
Au g u s t 1 9 , 1894, S he wa s the eldest dau g hter of Jefferson and 
B~tti e Booe , At the t e nder a g e o f seven years , her father died, 
leav in g a f o nd mo ther with three lovely g irl s t o fi g ht life' s 
battles in thi s unfriend l y wo rld, Effi e ' s time was all spe nt 
at home with the little family, or at school where she g reatly 
deli g hted t o be, S he had a g reater de s ire f o r an educati o n 
than any g irl he r a ge I e v er kn e w, While at h ome, if set to 
work by her mother, no sooner wa s her task fini s hed than she wa s 
t o be f o und poring o ver some b oo k o r reading a pape r. While lying 
on t he bed o f affliction, her spirit wandering, as it seemed, 
betwe en this world and the next, in the delirium of the fever which 
carried her away, she would talk of school and school work, 
S he was a tireless student, S he had a craving thirst for know­
ledg e and the power, it seemed, to learn without effort; a mem­
ory s e ld om, if ever, equaled and a d e termination not to be ex­
celled by her classmates ; a kind and loving disposition, with a 
desire to please her teacher; possessing these qualities together 
with a deportment that was a shining light, worthy to be followed 
by her associates, made her indeed, in school, as the brightest 
star in the hea v en s , On first meetin g her, one would think she 
wa s of a cool and indifferent nature, but when well acquainted, 
it was f o und that a warmer hearted and more affectionate girl 
never li v ed, To kn ow her wa s to l ov e her, She had an intellect 
of the hi g hest mo ld and a s elf reliance which few possess, 
\i ith the independence which was peculiar to herself and the record 
which s h e had already made, enjoying , as she did, the distinction 
of being the young e s t licens e d teacher in this county, she gave 
undoubted promi s es of a g rand and noble life, But alas! In the 
early mo rning o f life her S un went down into the night of death, 
and a vo i d was created in many · a ~eart, which cannot be filled 
o r f o r go tten, 

Mourning friend s bare her body to the g rave, where they buried 
her b e ne a th the primeval o aks that stand as sentinels over her 
g ra v e, while her spirit wa s at rest in the bos om of that Infin­
i te Be inQ whom we call Go d and know no more, 
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Don't o rieve dear mother, don't grieve, 
The dearest friends on earth must part, 
Think of thw Wor ld of perfect ease , 
Whe r e there is no aching heart, 

'Ti s sad, that in the bloom of youth , 
Her body was covered with sod; 
Gut O, think of the blessed truth, 
Her spirit ha s go ne home to God, 

Don't g ri eve dear Linni e , don't grieve, 
She has gone to that World above , 
To live in joy and peace s upr eme , 
Where God r eigns alone by love , 

Don ' t g ri eve dear Altie, don't grieve , 
She's gone to meet her papa there, 
In a World where there is no grief , 
Tis joy she will forever share, 

Don ' t grieve dear school-mates, don't grieve , 
She was the pride of school we know; 
But God thought best for her to leave, 
Or He wouldn't have gr ieved us so, 

Don't g r ieve dear friend s , don't grieve , 
There is joy and happiness there, 
Where clouds of trouble are never seen; 
Where the skies are forever fair, 

A FRIEND WHO KNEW HER WELL" 

There follows two articles published on the death of Isaac Dobbins 
Booe: 

"The s ubject of this sketch was born in Rowan county, N,C, , 
March the 16 , 1822, and departed this life in Prairie county, 
Ark,, April the 10, 1895, He came west when a young man, 
stopping in Tennessee where he married and lived a few years, 
Afterward he moved to and settled in DeSoto county , Miss ,, living 
there until 1860 or 1861, He came to Arkansas and settled near 
Walte r' s Chapel , where he spent the remainder of his life, loved 
and respected by all who knew him, His parents died when he was 
a small boy and having no protector he was apprenticed by the 
court to a tanner to learn the trade, He served his apprentice­
ship faithfully, When hi s time was up at 17 or 18 years of age 
he knew how to curry leather and serve a regular task master, 
but did not know a letter in the alphabe t, having never attended 
schoo l a day nor heard a sermon preached, yet at this age he 
determined to learn how to read and be a farmer, To this end he 
secu red a home in a religious family with permission to go to 
sc hoo l three months after the crop was made , and to Sunday schoo l 
every Sun day , And in this way he learned to read and write , and 
by hard study at home made some proficiency in other st udies, 
The writer has often heard him say that if he was worth anything 
himself in any way or to any human being , he owed it all to religion 
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and th e Sunday s ch oo l, He wa s a true Co nfederate s oldier and was 
si x mo nth s i n a Fed e ral pri s on, He r e presented P rairi e county 
two t e rms in the Lower Ho u s e o f our S t a te Leg islature with h o no r 
to himse lf and hi s pe o ple, He pro fe s sed r e li g i o n and joine d the 
Methodi st ch u r c h in young manhoo d, and wa s truly a r e li g i o u s man, 
hav ing t h e l ove o f hi s Ma s t e r s h e d abro ad in hi s hear t and n o t 
in hi s he a d , He wa s a worthy Ma s ter Maso n in good s tandin g f o r 
mo r e t ha n fift y years o f hi s eventful lif e , Fa r ewe ll, bro the r, 
fri e nd , we wi l l n o mo r e exc ha nge frat e rnal so lutions o n e arth, 
you have passed ove r t h e ri ve r a n d we a r e has ting on t o ou r p lace 
in t hat Gr a nd Templ e whe re t he S u p r e me Ar c hit ec t o f the Uni ve r se 
for e v e r r e i o n s , Fo r eve r pre s ides ,

Whil e perf e ctly l oyal t o his church, hi s hea rt 
was s o larg e it t ook in o ther s al so , He was a Me thodi st , but 
he wa s a ch rist ian f irs t, Hi s r e li 9 i o n wa s of so exalted a type 
t hat no c l o u d eve r obsc ur e d it, n o do ubt e ve r chilled it, In 
s un s hi ne a n d s had ow he wa s the unflinch i ng soldier of Chri s t, a nd 
the co n s i s ten t e xpone nt o f vi tal godline s s,

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HORTON 

The Hortons were early-comers to the colonies, In Immigrant 
Ancestors, A List of 2,500 Immigrants to America Before 1750, 
our immigrant ancestor Barnabas Horton is listed as having been 
born 1600, dying 1680 and coming from England in the ship Swallow 
to Hampton, Massachusetts in 1635. From thence he removed to 
New Haven in 1640 and then to Southold, Suffolk County, Long 
Island. 

The Horton name goes back many centuries in England, In the very 
earliest authentic records it is reputed to have exist ed near the 
present town of Leicester. The book The Hortons in America* 
by Adaline Horton Whit e tells us that one Robert de Horton is 
recorded as having freed a bondsman before 1310. There were 
also Hortons who owned lands and a mill in Great Horton at an 
early date, 

A William Horton, reputedly a descendant of the above-mentioned 
Robert de Horton, married Elizabeth Hanson, daughter of Thomas 
Hanson. William died about 1640 . Hi s children were: 

This William "pur­
chased in the 15th year of the rei g n of Charles I, the estate of

I. Barnabas Horton-- m. 1st Anne Smith in 1622. Anne was from 
Stanion, Northhamptonshire.

eight children: Caleb, Joshua, Jonathan, Hannah, Sarah, Mary, 
Mercy and Abagail (who was adopted). Barnabas came to America 
with his 2nd wife and children and his children by his first wife. 

II. Joseph (above) --b. a, 1625 in Mowsley, England. Came to 
America with hi s father and married Jane Budd, daughter of 
John Budd (see Budd family), one of the original 13 Puritan 
settlers of Southold, Long Island, Here they lived until 
about 1664, when they moved to Rye, New York. Joseph Horton 
was a miller, He was admitted as a Freeman (free citizen) 
of Connecticut colony in 1662, which seems to indicate he 
removed here first, and later to Rye, New York. He was listed 
as a Selectman of Rye in 1671. (In New England towns a select­
man was one of a board of officers chosen annually to transact

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the general public business of ·the town. In 1678 he was 
Justice of the Peace, authorized by the court to join persons 
in holy matrimony.

III. David (above) --b.a. 1661; in 1688 he married Esther King 
and settled in White Plains, New York.

given as Rolesville, North Carolina; in 1850 his 
address was at Wakefield; in 1856 he was pastor 
of the Lee's Chapel Baptist Church; in 1857, he 
is listed as pastor of Hepzibah with post office 
at Eagle Rock; in 1860, pastor at Archers Lodge 
with post office at Creechville, and Samaria with 
post office at Stanhope. In the 1861 minutes a 
resolution was offered and passed relative to the 
death of Rev. L.B. Horton, a minister and member 
of the Hepzibah Baptist Church. In the obituary 
notices from the Biblical Recorder one was found 
February 7, 1856, for Mrs. Penelopy Horton, wife 
of Rev. L.B. Horton. 

The 1860 census of the Northeast division of 
Wake County, Little River District lists: 
L.B. Horton, age 72, with real estate valued at 
$950 and personal property at $7,000. His wife 
Roena was 40; his daughter(?) Mary Arnold was 
46 and William was 7. William was, perhaps, the 
son of Roena by a former marriage as Little Berry's 
first wife would have been too old to be his mother. 

The same 1860 census lists Calvin Horton, age 41; 
Farmer; $1800 real estate, $1500 personal property. 
Family listed as: Sallie, Theodora, George, John, 
Hieronymus, Sidney, Ophelia, Sylvester and Robert. 
The book The Hortons in America tells us that 
Calvin Turner Horton was a man of large landed 
properties who was strongly opposed to slavery 
and owned no slaves. He turned much of his estate 
into gold which he deposited in an English bank 
before the Civil War, thereby saving it. He 
was noted for his fine horses and always wore the 
best clothing to be bought.

Rebecca Jane Horton remembered wel l the trip from North Carolina 
to Arkansas. The family traveled to Memphis on a trai n, then 
transferred to a steamboat wh ich carried them along the Miss­
issippi and Whit e Rivers to Prairie County, running aground on 
a sand bar close to DeValls Bluff, Arkansas. 

The Civil War did, indeed, break out. Two of the Horton sons 
were ki lled--or died-- in the CSA. One of the boys died from 
measles, wh ich ran rampant throug h the troops, a nd was buried by 
an uncle on his homeplace in Nort h Carolina. 

Henry Horton himself served under General Sterling Price a nd was 
kil led duri ng one of Price's raids through Missouri . (Gen. James 
Fagan co11Y11anded the Arkansas troops under Price. ) Mary Horton 
did not learn for some time of her husband's death, a nd according 
to her daughter, spent many hou rs at the gate watching for his 
return as the men began to come home. 

Martha Horton never married and several of the boys died young. 
Only Robert, Rebecca and Willi am had families to carry on t his 
Horton line.

Rebecca J ane Horto n Booe often recounted the days of the Ci vil 
Wa r and r elated many times the incident where Yankee soldiers 
r a i ded their home and property, driving away all their cows. 
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Mary Horton begged the soldier5 to return one cow as her mother 
who lived with them had no teeth and her diet was largely bread 
and milk. The cow so "generously" returned to them was not 
giving milk at the time, 

Mary Horton must surely have been a courageous , capable woman. 
The 1870 census of Prairie County, Arkansas, lists her as being 
50 years of age, her occupation as "Farmer". The value of her 
real estate was $1500 and of her personal estate $400. The 
children were Mary (this must have been Martha) , R.T., Alonse and 
William who were listed as laborers although Alonse and William 
were 14 and 9, respectively . Bettie was a student . Mary Horton 
died in 1900 and is buried in Walters Chapel Cemetery at the 
Prairie County-Lonoke County line. 

Following is the obituary of Rebecca J a ne Horton Booe from 
the Des Arc, Arkansas White River Journal: 

BETTY JANE BOOE 
Again, and at thi s time, it is a sad duty to chronicle the death 
of one of Prairie county's pioneer citizens, well known and high­
ly respected by all with whom she came in contact. Mrs. Bettie 
Jane Booe, who passed away at the home of her son and daughter 
Mr, and Mrs. C.A. Walls, with whom she was making her home, Sun­
day morning at 12 :20, January 10, 1943, aged 89½ years. 

Mrs. Booe was born near Raleigh, North Carolina, August 9, 1853, 
and came to Arkansas with her parents Mr, and Mrs. Henry Horton, 
who settled in Prairie County, Walters Chapel conmunity, where 
she grew to womanhood and was married to the late James Jefferson 
Booe, who died leaving her with three little girls the eldest of 
which passed away at the age of 14 years. 

Mrs. Booe joined the Methodist church and WO$ loved and admired 
throughout her life for her christian character and the many noble 
deeds of kindness administered to those in need or distress. 

Mrs. Booe moved to Des Arc about 40 years ago and has spent the 
greatest part of the time in this city as her home, and was at 
our, her, home when she departed this life. 

She is survived by two daughters, Mrs. Charles A. Walls, of this 
city, and Mrs. W.R. Slinkard of Memphis, Tennessee, a number of 
other relatives, nieces and nephews, ten grandchildren and five 
great-grandchildren, and many friends who mourn her death. 

Funeral services were conducted at the home, Monday afternoon 
at 2:00 O'clock, by Rev. C.M. Atchley, pastor of the Methodist 
church, in the presence of a large gathering of relatives and 
friends, which were concluded at Lakeside Cemetery, where the 
remains were quietly laid to rest. 

The many beautiful floral offerings were mute tokens of the 
love and high esteem in which their departed fri end was held. 
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The National Burial Insurance Co. of Memphis, had charge of 
burial arrangements, with the Caskey Undertakers of this city 
assisting.

The first record that I have been able to uncover of Nichols in 
Wake County, North Carolina was a land grant made to William 
Nichols in April 1780: on April 1, 1780, 228 acres on south side 
of Little Lick Creek; on April 11, 1780, 354 acres on the branches 
of both the Lick Creeks; April 11, 1780, 500 acres to William 
Nichols, Sr., on both sides of Little Lick Creek. All of these 
grants are a matter of record. 

The census of 1790 lists no Nichols in Wake County. This I can­
not explain except that by this time I have become convinced 
that the census taker was not infallible, 

In 1795, Wake County, there was a will probated for William 
Nichols. It named his wife Sarah and children: John, William, 
Travis, James, Thomas, Justice (or Julius), Elizabeth, Molly, 
Patty, and Lucy Utley. Grandson Ransom. Julius and John, executors. 

In 1800, Sarah Nichols' will named son Travis and Ransom (grand­
son?). Daughters Patsy and Molly Bass, Son John, executor. 

1820 Tax List, Lick Creek District lists: Thomas Nichols, John 
Nichols, James Nichols, William, Sr., William (no land), John, Sr. 

In 1829, Thomas Nichols' will names his wife Sarah (see Nichols 
marriages which follow), Sons:Asey or Alsey,John, and Wilie(John and 
Wilie got $1 each)and daughter Fanny. Wife Sarah and son David, 
executors. However, David was not remembered in the will. Asey 
and Fanny received most. Interestingly, throughout the will 
the word "son" was spelled "sun". 

In 1847, Willie Nichols' will listed his wife Mary (see Nichols 
marriages) who received½ of his estate-- lands bordering land of 
Freeman Broadwell, Alsey Nichols and others. This was for her 
life or widowhood. The remainder of the estate went to nephew 
Willie Nichols, Jr. The 2 slaves Isham and Charlotte went to his 
wife, 5 slaves to his nephew. At his wife's death her part of 
the estate went to the nephew. 

Family tradition says that Mary Nichols, daughter of Mary and 
\villie Nichols- above- who married Henry Horton was one of 16 
children. The only brothers of Mary of whom we are certain 
were Harvey and Wiley Nichols. Harvey's marriage is recorded in 
the list of Nichols marriages. Harvey and his family moved to 
DeSoto County, Mississippi. One of his sons, Tom Nichols, marr­
ied Julia Ann Booe, daughter of I.D. Booe in Prairie County, 
Arkansas (see Booe family) and had children Edgar, Henry, Glen, 
Wiley, Eunice, Ray; by his second wife Tom Nichols' children 
were: Helen, Effie, Iran, Alfed, Finis, and Susan. 

Once my Aunt, Linnie Booe Walls, told me we were related to the 
Broadwells, but she did not know exactly how. I was much amused 
at her understatement when I learned how complicated and inextric­
able the relationship between the Nichols, Broadwells, and Hortons 
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real l y wos:

It has been interesting to note that many of the Nichols men, 
although they seem to have had a sufficient amount of property-­
both real estate and slaves--could not sig n their names, Willie 
Nichols consistently s igned wit h his 11 X 11

, 
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There a r e a few Staffordshire pottery cup plates in our family 
dating back 8 generations (Stephen and Christop her Wilson bei ng 
t he 8 th generation) through the Nichols line , This would r un them 
back to tho origi nal William and Sarah Nichols, provided they 
did not branch off into the Broadwell Family beyond Mary Nichols 
Hort on. They have traveled far! 

There were also candle molds belonging to t he Nichols family in 
northern Mississippi which repL1tadly were used to mold candles f or 
Washington's Army at Valley Forge. They were presented to the 
DAR--I believe a Memphis chopter--wit h a s uitable hi story when I 
was a child, but tracing them has bee n like looking for t he pro­
verbial needle in a haystack, 

My mother told often of a black man-Hense Nichols~ whose family 
had been Nichols family slaves, and who took t he Nichols last name 
after the Civil War, He enjoyed coming to see my mothert grand­
mother and great grandmot her when he was in town a nd insisting he 
was related to all of them because "he was a Nicho ls, too". This 
entree apparently was good enough for o few free meals,

Th e Wils on line ha s not been easi ly traced, and much i s left undone , 
An old family Bi ble bel onging to a Wi lson cous i n plus family 
stor i es ha ve proved t he best sources of information we have to 
date . 

~il l iam S , (fo r Summerfi eld , according some sou rce s) Wil son came 
with one or two brot he r s to Mississ ippi from Sout h Carol ina, 
One story says they came t hroug h Fo rt Mims, Alabama, the da y 
pr eceding the infamous Cre ek massacre in 1813 . Th e family Bib l e 
s a ys Wi l liam S. Wilson was born June 17, 1809. If these facts 
are both correct, then William was a small c hild and his brothers 
must also hove been y oung , Surely there were parents, bu t who 
t hey were is something o f a mystery, Just who William's brothers 
were is also mere speculati on, One family source says he had a 
brother named Elijah . There are land transactions in Copia h 
Coun ty, Mi ssissippi, in the 1830 's a nd 1840's i nv olving William 
S. Wilson a nd James E. Wilson, In partic ular o ne sale i n 1847 
of land belonging to William S. and James E,--sold at a uction 
to satisfy a judgment a gains t it. Jame s E. bid high a nd go t the 
deed. Apparently, it was sold f or taxes, but t hat is a nothe r s t o r y. 
I believe Wi ll iam S , a nd Jome s E, may very wall have bee n bro­
thers, a nd perhap s James E. was kn own as Eli j ah to his fam i ly , 
I f so , t his bri ngs us to the 1850 census wh ich li s t s James E.

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would be Cynthia ana her daughter Sarah, Qn March 24, 1832, 
Sarah Wilson m, Paul W, Harper, consent being given by Cynthia 
Graves fo r her daughter. Thi s is recorded in Copi ah Co unty . We 
do not k now who the 4 males were, but Jomes E. would have bee n 
17 at the time; William S, Wilson would have been 21, Ne ither of 
these wer e listed as Heads of Households in this ce nsu~. 

It appears we may have Cy nthi a Wilson wit h sons Jame s E. and 
William S, and daughter Sarah , There was also another son of 
Cynth ia's who was listed as Head of a Household in 1830: John L.* 
I n 18 32 , records show Cy nth ia Wilson gave son Jo hn L, a n 11 yea r 
old slave name d Charity, but Cynthia reserved the use of t he slave 
in her declining years, Si nce Cynth ia Wilson re-ma rri od i n F eb­
ruary 1832 , o ne might suspect this was a premarita l settlement 
o f property,

Alon g 
with his br other in law J ul i us Alford , William s . hod bee n an 
active Mason since 1840, servi ng as treas urer for several years. 
Famil y tradition says he raised a second family in Texas and 
made a good deal of money in the oil fields, 

Miranda Alford Wilson continued to live in Copi ah County where she 
raised he r family and was listed as Head of the Household in 
1850 and 1860. She died February 4, 1879 a nd is buried in County

Th omas Adair, born about 1680, reputedl y migrated from Co unty 
Antrim , Ireland, t o Pe nnsy lvania in 1730, and the nce to So u t h 
Car olina in 1750-55 , There were at least 3 sons, according t o 
Harll ee ' s Kinfolks: James Robert, Josep h and William. Th e 
l atter moved to Kentucky and his son J ohn became one o f t he 
governers of Kentucky. Dr. James Robert Adair, b , 1709, was 
one of t h e first settlers in Laurens County~ Sou th Carolina--
so early in fact that he had to cut a road i n, He lived int e r ­
mittently among t he lndicns begi nn i n g in 1735, leavi n g hi s f amily 
for long intervals while he traded with and wrote abo ut the 
Indians. He published a book e ntitled Hi sto ry of Ameri can I ndians . 
In 1751 - 1763 he lived in Gree ne County, then mo ved to a spo t 
¼ mile from Ashpole Church, North Caro lina . In 1775 he went to 
En gland where he me t and marri e d Lady Caroline Keppel and served 
as staff surgeon to King George III. He returned t o thi s coun try 
i n time to serve as doctor to some of the revolutionary war 
soldiers , He reputedly had 3 wives--Ann McCarty of Fa i rfi e ld, 
Conn. , Caro line Keppel--mentioned above-- and ----Hobson. Per ­
hap s h is 3 daughters may have bee n by t he wife who was a Hobson 
a s o n e of the girls bore Hobso n as a midd l e name. They were: 
Ag nes whom. John Gibson and moved to Georgia; Elizabeth Hobson 
Adair who married J o hn Cade (Adair, Cade, F ulmore and Alfo r d 
families used the same fami ly burial grounds ) , and Sara Anna who 
married about 1759 ~illiam McTyer, Sara was the oldest and 
execut or of James Robert Adair ' s estate. It wa s to her that he 
left h is home, a plantation named Fairfields , 

The children of Sara and William McTyer were: Katrain whom. James 
Alford; El izabe th; Clarkie whom, Sien Alford; Robert Adair; 
William; and anot her son. 

The North Carolina Society o f Colonial Dames of America erected 
a marker at the location of Adair's home near Ashpole Church, 
Robeson County, North Caroli na.

"J a mes Robert Adair, M,D., pionee r physician, patriot and author 
of hist ory of American Indians, published in 1775, London, Eng­
land, This marker is erected by the North Carolina society of

Th e name of Hilt on is on old one in this cou n t r y . A Capt, ½i ll­
iom Hilt o n sailed sout h in 1662 (from where I do not k n ow ) a nd 
di scovered and named Hi lton Head I sl and i n So u t h Ca r o l i na. In 
171 7 Israel and Joseph Hilt o n went to t he Caro linas. Ther e were 
later Hilton s recorded, also. The 1860 census o f Char l es t o n 
District, Goosec reek Parish list s a large family of Hilton s. 

Ma r anth Hilt on , reputedly o Civi l War v e teran o f So uth Caro l i n a, 
ma rr ied Ann Le e a nd came t o Mississippi. The da t es ar e unknown, 
but t he birth of on e son taken fr om hi s tomb stone i n Mt, Al ban 
Cemete r y wo uld establish Marant h and An n Hi l ton's ma rr iage as 
about 1850.

Rev. Robe r t D, Pe n ley , a Catholic priest, who coll e cted a nd pub­
lished a wor k on the Pe nley fami ly, The µenley wh o s e ttled in 
Missi ss i pp i a fter th e Civi l War brok e away from his Maine rela ­
tives so comple t el y that t hey di d no t e ven real ize a So uthern 
b r an ch o f t he f ami l y existed unt i l th e mid 1960' s , And the 
So uthern Penleys kn ew little abou t t he o r ig ina l fam i ly i n Ma ine. 
Th e l e t ters exc hanged have indicated the No rthe rn cousins t o be 
g r aci ous , warm, hospitable peop le, 

Ac c o r d in g to t he Rev, Penley t he ea rl ies t Pe nl eys in Eng land 
wer e f ound in He rtf ordshi r e in t he 15t h century, However, later 
rec ords indicate the Penleys who were a nc est o r s of th e Jos eph 
Pe nl ey who immi grated t o Moine come or i g inal l y fr om the Pe nl y 
fam ily of Cornwall. Reco r ds of these Penley s i n Co r nwa ll we r e 
f ound f rom 16th to mid 18 t h ce nt u ry , and t hen the name di s app ears 
from Co rn is h r ecords, There i s a Pe nlee Point on Cornwall's 
southeas t coa s t. 

A J ohn Penley appe ar s in pa ris h r ecords of Ho rsley near Noils­
worth, Gloucestershir e, in the early 17th century, He marr ied 
January 10, 1604, J oha ne Langney , Children were: Thomas, bop, 
November 20, 1618 ; Hester, bop, 1621 , m, Donie l Nicholas on 
May 15, 1640; Hannah, bop, Moy 30, 1621; Joh n Penley m. Ma ry 
Wi l kins in 1637, c hildren: Mory, bop, July 12, 1640. Two Mory 
Penley s we r e buried i n 1696--one in June and one in Decembe r, 

A will for a John Pe nley, a dyer, of Horsley Parish was proved 
March 6 , 1727/28. He would have been a descendant of the above 
John Penl ey. (Thi s J ohn's widow Mary rema rried in 1729 t o Thos. 
Harri s.) He left, besides hi s wif e , s on s: William, Edward, Thos,, 
J ohn, Barnaby, and daught e r Ann, 

Record s f o r only 2 of these children- - Wi lliam and John- - were 
found by Rev. Penley , However, there were i n the Un ited States 
first census of 1790 a number of Penleys in North Caroli na who 
may hav e descended from this family, 

John Penley menti one d in the wil l above was m, Sept ember 29, 
1743 to Rebec ca Pa vey . She wa s a daughter of John and Mary 
Povey*. Both John and Re becca were baptised in the Avening 
pari sh churc h . They lived in Nai l sworth. John was buried 
December 16, 1777 and Rebecca on September 30, 1788. Children

In applying for a Revolutionary War pen­
sion he stated he came in 1770, wh ich would have made him abo ut 
15 years old at the time, One version says he was kidnapped and 
carri ed aboard a ship wh ile vi s iting his brot her William in Lon­
don, Many seaman were "impres s ed into service" in those days in 
t h is fas h ion, a nd it is a possibi l ity that can't be overlooked, 
n o r co n the fact tha t he went of his own free will and voliti o n 
fo r t he adventure, 

At any rote, he remained in New England when he reached America, 
and whe n t h e war with England broke out, Joseph enli s ted at 
F a l mo u th (Portl and) Moine. He served 8 months in 1775, 3 months 
i n 1779, and 8 months in 1780- 81, 

Supposedly , he retur ned t o England on o visit to claim on inher­
itance and broug h t back a sister to America. His grandmother 
Pavey's will did leave him property, and there was a Hannah 
Pe n ley who married a James Allen in 1790, so this story seems 
a uthe n tic enough, 

May 17 , 1780 , Josep h mar r ied Esther Fogg Joh nson, widow of Joshua 
J o hn son and mot h e r of Est h e r a nd El izabeth Jo h nson. Est h er Fogg 
wa s bor n J anuary 31, 1754, daug h ter of Benoiah a nd Est her Pa r ke r 
Fogg , * 

J o seph and Es t her live d in F r e epor t 12 y e ar s a nd here 8 of thei r 
c h i l dre n were born. About 1792/ 3 the y move d to Danv i l le , 2 more 
c h ildren were born here. Esther d ied Sept e mber 13 , 1796 . Jos­
ep h married Thankful Mo od y on February 24, 179 7 . She was b o rn 
June 4, 1770 in Falmo u t h. Th ey had 6 c hildre n. Josep h was a 
farmer a nd , for o while, tax-collector of t h e town of Da nv ille , 
He d ied 1844, and is buried at Penley' s Corne r i n South Auburn.

I nte re s tingly 
e nough , in Septe mber 1892 , E.C. Pe nl e y a pp l i e d f o r an i nvalid 
pensi o n o s a veteran of the Civil Wa r s t ati ng t hat he was no 
longer able t o work because of rhe umati s m c o ntracted while in 
service, In December 1892 , hi s applicati o n wa s r e turn e d with 
the information that hi s medi cal record s howed tr e atment for 
abscesses and pl e urit i s --nothing more. 

The years b e twe en Ephraim C, Penl e y' s d i sc ha r ge from the army 
in 1862 and hi s marri a g e in 1866 t o Fra n ces Me d ora Cr owe ll are 
unaccounted for, No one can tell me why he wa s in th e South 
after the war was over--business , pe rhaps, o r f o r his health. 
Maybe a wormer climate was presc ribed for hi s lung trouble . 
Census records tell us Frances Crowell was born in Alabama 
in 1846. Family s tori es te ll u s tha t oft e r F ranc es ' mothe r died 
when Frances was ab out 4 , s he a nd her younge r s i ster we r e rai sed 
by her mate r nal grandmo the r Hi ll i n Geo r g i a. Cen s u s record s do 
verify the fa c t tha t Fra nces and Su s an Cr owe ll' s mo t he r , Mary, 
was b o rn in Geo r gi a, so thi s seems logical . The r e are ex tant 
picture s of Frances c . Penley's f a t h e r, I s aac Cr owe ll , of Fran­
ces, s everal membe r s of E . C . Pe n ley' s bro th e r s and s i s ters i n 
Maine, as well as pictures of the s laves who cared for Frances 
Crowell a s o small child , I was, howeve r, unabl e to s ecure 
permission to copy them from the one s of E. C. Penl e y' s descend­
ants to whom they belong,

for- - Fannie M, Penley . The information on where s he was born ard 
her husband's years of army s ervi c e was er r oneous.

turn up a mar ri a ge r ecord f or t hem in ei ther Lowndes Co unty o r 
the s ta te of Mi ssissipp i l doubt the correct ness, a l so , o f the 
stateme nt on t he application t ha t t he couple was ma r r i ed in 
Co lumbu s , Mi ssissipp i.

Two Cr ocketts who come to America may have been brothers: o ne, 
Th oma s Crockett, apparently founded the family in New England, 
and another went to Virgi n ia and founded a southern Croc kett line, 
Th omas was born about 1606 and ciied 1679, He came from Scotland 
o n the ship Pied Cow to Maine. 

Cne acc ount says Crockett was owner of Piscataqua Plantat i on-­
another soys he was an employee of Ambrose Gibbons who was Gen­
eral Manager of the plantation . At any rate, he was granted 187 
acre s , whic h was a neck of land to the east of Spruce Creek, 
in 1641 - 1643, a nd known as Crockett's Neck, in the area o f Kit­
tery in York Cou nty. He was f e rryman a t S raveboat Harbor in 1648; 
constable at Kittery in 1657; had the Piscataqua Ferry in 1659. 
He married Ann ---- , wh o administered his estate at hi s dea th , 
Cr ockett's Neck was divided among his sons and sons in low. 
His wife remarried to Diggory Jefferys at Kittery Point and was 
still living in 1712.

She was a kind a nd devoted mothe r, 
alway s acti ng fr om a pure christian spirit, and was est eemed and 
bel oved by all who knew her, Her husba nd died in 1856 , and for 
sixty years s he wa s a worthy member of the M. E . c hurc h , Throug h 
her sickness , o f only a few weeks duration, she s uff e r e d a g reat 
deal of pa in , but never complained, expressi ng herse lf resigned 
and wa s ready and will ing to go, She d ied at t he old homestead 
wit h he r son, William and his wife, who kindly care d for her throug h 
her sickness.

The info rmati on on the background of William J. Bu rns , whose 
daughter married Charles Henry Penley, has bee n bot h scanty and 
d iffi cult to come by, The Claiborne Co unty, Mississippi ce nsus 
o f 1880 lists hi m as being 43 years o f age, This would se t his 
b i rthdate as 1837; his application for a Confederate pension in 
1 900 states his age as 64, S in ce this tallies, approximately, 
we can safely state he was born 1836/7 , and, according to the 
1880 census, in the state of Mississippi. His parents were 
l isted as having been born in Illinois. This is all t he inform­
ati on we have on them from any source. Perhaps they came down 
the Mississippi River, disembarked in Mississippi and stayed. 

\~illiam J. Burns' application for a pension tells us he joi ned 
th e 38t h Reg iment Mississippi Cavalry, Co, B,, CSA in Claiborne 
County, Mississippi May 1862, and served until t hey s u rrendered 
in 1865 in Gainesville, Alabama. His commandi. ng of ficers were 
Capt, R. C. McCoy a nd Col. Kern. In January 1864, Burns was s ho t 
in the knee at the Big Black River in Mississippi, leaving him 
with a permanently crooked leg, He was taken prisoner at Big 
Blac k May 17, 1863 , by the Army of the Tennessee, sent t o Memphis, 
then to Camp Morton , Indiana, to Fort De l aware, Delawa r e , from 
ther e t o City Point, Virginia for exchange July 1863. From there 
he apparently went back to his old unit. At t he time of hi s ap­
plicati o n f or pe ns i on he listed h is occupation as "peddler", and 
the c ounty health officer verified the f act that he was physically 
unable to earn a living, 

\•:illiam Bu rns' wife was Rebecca A. Lemrnon s , We initially knew 
from cens us records t hat her name was Rebecca, and Ine z Penley 
\'Ji 1 son re cal led that there were Lemmons cousins. Hind s Co unty, 
Mississippi, has t he record of marriag e on file for William Burns 
and Miss Rebecca A. Lemmo ns on Septe mber 30, 1858, wit h a Thoma s 
wens offi ciat ing.
